We 
understand that some parents may prefer the traditional evening Christmas 
Fairs that we have done in the past and may be disappointed with this 
decision, but doing this in school time allows all children to participate and 
hopefully keeps costs down for parents.  
 
The day will be a special, fun and exciting time where the children will have 
their own Christmas Fair experience as well as taking part in Christmas craft 
activities.   
 
To raise much needed funds for the school, we would like the children to 
bring £5 into school by Friday 1 December (this won’t be on online, children 
need to bring £5 into school to their teacher please).  This money will then be 
exchanged for tokens to use at their Christmas Fair.
